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Status in Haiti (including key changes over the last 24 hours)
· On January 20, USAID Disaster Assistance Response Team staff witnessed the start of a return to normalcy in some areas, with street vendors selling wares; fresh bread, fruit, and vegetables available; and commercial purchase of rice, maize flour, and vegetable oil taking place.
· Haiti continues to experience aftershocks of lesser magnitudes. WFP warehouse damaged, and potentially 2000 MT of food lost.  
· Mango sanitization facilities appear functional, but detailed assessments still needed. Reports are that flour mill received significant damage. 
· At the inter-ministerial council meeting on January 20, Prime Minister Bellerive noted that the GoH is increasingly decentralizing decision-making mechanisms and support structures for relief assistance and providing additional resources to local municipalities. The GoH stressed the importance of creating an environment conducive to the resumption of economic activity as soon as possible, potentially reducing dependency on aid. In addition, the GoH is organizing free transportation for people leaving Port-au-Prince destined for cities not affected by the earthquake.
· U.N. Cluster Activation: 12 U.N. clusters will be operational as of January 21, including the recently-activated nutrition, agriculture, and early recovery clusters. 
· Search and rescue still on-going. Will continue until GOH says to stop. One live rescue since the last report (baby). Team is revisiting sites. To date 122 rescues.
· Transportation and logistics remains major hurdle due to limited capacity of airport and lack of port facilities. However, throughput is improving, including the Port-au-Prince south pier having some capabilities; Estimate three weeks to repair main pier. Road network remains open but slow. Marines are started road clearing operations in the south.  
· Security: The overall security posture is characterized as stable. Less looting and incidents of violence on Thursday. Sporadic looting and violence has led to increased planning for the security of the search and rescue teams, distribution sites and delivery teams, and the Embassy. 50% of Police and 80% of UN Stabilization Forces have reported for duty.
· Water situation improving with influx of both water containers and water purification systems. Distribution to population improving but slow.
· Medical: Situation improving. USS Comfort has arrived and is treating patients. All services are providing helicopter medical evacuation. Triage program agreed upon with medical assets. Medical supplies continue to arrive and are being distributed to hospitals and medical stations. 18 hospitals and 5 field hospitals are operational with six more scheduled to open tomorrow. Concern over health of responders due to particulate matter in suspended dust consisting of asbestos, cement and soil containing fungus spores. No signs of epidemics yet. Mexican Hospital ship arrived.
· Movement through Dominican Republic to be augmented with buses.
· Communications (Cellular) continues to improve. Land line systems are still inoperative. Thirty radio stations and two television stations are now on the air.
· Fuel situation improving. Estimate 2 ½ weeks supply on hand. Port facility can take fuel ships. Working on offloading pipelines, which should be fixed before next fuel delivery. Problem remains with distribution of fuel within Haiti.
· Assessment underway for electrical power grid restoral. Main plants appear relatively undamaged but distribution system needs much work. Dominican Republic electrical suppliers offering 40 trucks but need security.
· Banking system is expected to open Saturday. Delay due to UN Stabilization Forces concern over providing security.
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
